Outstanding News for High Speed 
Wireless Internet
 
By joining forces, Intel, the world's 
leading personal computer chip 
manufacturer, and Clearwire will 
attempt to create a global wireless 
alternative to cable and telephone 
Internet service.
Clearwire, a wireless broadband 
company, has already begun building 
long-range wireless data networks 
around the world. The network will be 
based on the emerging WiMax standard 
and powered by Intel chips inside 
Windows-based computers. Intel is 
reportedly spending $150 million to 
jumpstart this technology.
WiMax claims to be faster than Wi-Fi, 
the wireless standard popular in home 
and office networks. Other perks of the 
WiMax system:

• Hundreds, even thousands of 
people can be connected with a single 
transmitter

• The system offers a greater 
range

• Users can access the Internet 
from miles away, rather than a few 
hundred feet. The connection works 
much like a radio station antenna, so 
users within a given service region will 
be able to roam anywhere within that 

area and stay connected.

Phil Davis will be using his MacPro to 
demonstrate how easily OS X and WIN 
XP can coexist on an Intel Mac. Phil 
purchased his MacPro last year and 
immediately installed the new VMWare 
Fusion Virtualization software 
(http://www.vmware.com/products/f
usion/) so that he could run several 
critical Windows programs. Fusion was 
selected over Parallels and Boot Camp 
due to Fusion's ease of use and 
stability.

Since the initial installation of Fusion on 
OS X 10.4 (Tiger) the MacPro has been 
updated to run OS X 1.5 (Leopard) and 
the virtual operating system has 
continued to run flawlessly. The 
presentation will discuss hardware 
requirements, installation details and a 
few "quirks". The presentation will also 
show how easy it is to share files and 
seamlessly work with the two 
operating systems. Several useful 
features of Leopard will also be 
demonstrated.

1000 Gigabyte Thumb Drives!!

Imagine being able to record every 
moment of your life on video and hold it 
on a drive you can easily fit between 
your fingers!



That sci-fi idea may be no more than a 
few years away, as researchers have 
now developed a brand new memory 
technology, unlike anything currently 
available. At one-tenth the cost of flash 
memory, and 1,000 times as energy 
efficient, Programmable Metallization 
Cells (PMC) is bound to revolutionize 
the technology industry as we know it.
Michael Kozicki, director of Arizona 
State’s Center for Applied Nanoionics, 
and the developer of this new computer 
memory states the first product 
containing PMC memory is slated to 
launch in 18 months.
This new memory uses a technique that 
manipulates charged copper particles at 
the molecular scale. Instead of storing 
bits as an electronic charge, PMC 
creates nanowires from copper atoms 
the size of a virus to record binary ones 
and zeros. The key technology is that of 
nano-ionics, a field that focuses on 
moving and transforming positively 
charged atoms.

Tip Of The Month
Using Mac OS X Zoom for Demos

If you’re a trainer or you need to demo a technique in front of a group of people, there is 
nothing worse than losing your audience because they can’t see your cursor or the detail you’re 
pointing at. Fortunately, Mac OS X has a built-in solution for this problem: screen zoom.
To enable screen zooming, open System Preferences, click on Universal Access, and click On in 
the Zoom area. You are immediately ready to zoom: Press Command-Option-= to zoom in and 
Command-Option-hyphen to zoom out. If you click the Options button in Universal Access, 
you can fine-tune how Mac OS X displays the zooming effect – for example, you can set how 
far the screen should zoom in. Zooming in and out is a great way to draw your audience’s 
attention to just what you want them to see.
